2. The three vowel letters /vav/, /he/ and /ye/, which stand at
the end of the alphabet list, are introduced next, following /mim/
and /nun/. They make the formation of words possible from the
elementary stages. Other letters are taught according to the
alphabet list.

3. Not all the letters are urgent for learning now. A number of
letters and words that are represented by the asterisk (*), in
lessons one and two, form the basic elements of the following
lessons. These should be learnt here. The remaining words and
letters may be gradually learnt as students proceed with new
lessons. Thus, lessons one and two will be helpful as a reference

for gradual learning of the alphabet.
